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Pre Induction Information 

· It is essential that you arrive in time for the first week of teaching in order to be accepted onto the MSc Sustainability (Transport) programme.  If you think you may not be able to arrive in time please contact ITS urgently, as it may be possible to accept you on to one of our other transport masters programmes instead.
· Before arrival MSc Sustainability (Transport) students should complete the pre-arrival activity available here.
· During Induction Week there is a field trip to Grassington in the Yorkshire Dales, on Friday 26 September
· There is also an optional field trip to Tanzania over the Easter period – see SOEE5495 Leaflet and application form.  Please note that this would incur an additional cost of £1300 to £1500.

Reading Recommendations 2014

One of the key skills required to successfully accomplish a postgraduate course is the ability to find, analyse and critique material, in particular academic texts. When you begin your modules at Leeds you will receive module handbooks with lists of suggested readings, and in several cases there are links to module reading lists available. Many of the items on these module reading lists are only available through the library or subscription, so you will have to wait until you are registered at Leeds to get hold of them. 

However, the suggestions below (from lecturers and students) provide you with a starting point to preparing for your MSc Sustainability (Transport) course before coming to Leeds. These readings are mostly freely available on the Internet or are reasonably cheap to buy. They will enable you to familiarise yourselves with key texts, publications and websites that will support your studies. There are a few good introductory books included that we recommend to our students. They are at the library in Leeds for you when you arrive here, but you might want to purchase some in advance.
